OBITUARY

Laurence Arthur ('Laurie!) Landon

51

It is with deep regret that we record the death of Laurie
Landon, the cheif founder of the Stoke and Newcastle
District Chess League and of the North Staffs Chess League.,
A severe loss as he was the President of both Leagues at
the time of his death on lst February 1972, at the age of
83, and as president he was very much our charge dlaffaires
1t was Laurie Landon who presented the hendsome Silver
King, which is the championship trophy of the North Staffs
League. :

A very active secretary of the Victory Chess Club and
immensely proud of the fact that the club is a Corporate
Vice-president of the Dritish Chess Federation. He has
been instrumental in bringing some of the finest chess
players in the world to play exibition matches in Stoke —
grand masters like Konig of Yugoslavia and Koltanowski of
Belgium, as well as William Winter, one~time British
champions He has been secretary of the Victory Chess
Club and its predesessors Hanley Chess Club and Hanley
YoMoCslhe Chess Club for well over 50 years and boasted of
having a record of every match a member has played for his
club over a 20-30 year period, plus the results of some
20-30 Simultaneous Displays arranged by him for his club.

Lauriec was born on 14th January 1889 and was educated at
Cannon St. Boys?! School, Hanley and at Hanley High School
(then the Municipal Secondary School, which was situated
where the Hanley Bus Station now is). He learnt chess
from his brother at the age of 7 and belonged to a family
comected with teaching., His father was a fine draughts
player, and one school-master uncle used to engage to
nate his opponent with any piece the latbter selected.

It was after an accident, while cross country running at
Hartley University, Southampton (1908-10), that he took
to chess seriously,

Chess was by no means the chief thing in his life - he
won. the DoCcMe in the first World War and received a 50
years Service Medal in the National Savings Movements He
has been a Local Preacher for over €0 years and a school-
master for almost as many. ’
